Love God.

Love God’s People

Luke 10:27

He answered, 
“Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with 
all your mind’; and, ‘Love your neighbor as yourself”,
                   Jesus told us.
You heard me preach about it in the Love is All Around sermon, and again, in the Reach Out sermon. Now it is time to start thinking as a church about those five simple words and how we can make a difference in the lives of those around us.  
First, we start with the basics: 
Love God:   We rarely ever fall in love with someone without getting to know them first.  How do we get to know God?  We read about Him in the Bible! Very soon you will be finding a great little tool in your bulletin that will help with this – a “Bible in a year” reading plan.   I would ask that everyone take a year and read a few chapters of the Bible each day. You will get lo know God and love Him more in that year. You will love Him with your heart, soul, strength, and mind because you will have read the entirety of His word. Scripture tells us the same:
Deuteronomy 11:18
Fix these words of mine in your hearts and minds; tie them as symbols on your hands and bind them on your foreheads.

Love God’s People:  Where do we start?   Why, in our own church! Talk to each other!  Support each other!  Love each other!  

Then, go out into the highways and the hedges, the football games and the hangouts, the coffee shops and restaurants, and tell the people you meet about what we have in this wonderful church of ours!  What we have is a wonderful, Christ-filled and loving congregation of God’s people that want to share that love with others.   The fields are white with the harvest.   The Word of God is the sickle.   Ezekiel was told the same:
Ezekiel 3:1
And he said to me, “Son of man, eat what is before you, eat this scroll; then go and speak to the people of Israel.” 2 So I opened my mouth, and he gave me the scroll to eat.3 Then he said to me, “Son of man, eat this scroll I am giving you and fill your stomach with it.” So, I ate it, and it tasted as sweet as honey in my mouth.
We have our orders: “Love God.  Love God’s People”.  Remember this every day. Practice this every day.
But don’t actually eat your Bible, in spite of what God told Ezekiel!
