A DIFFERENT WALK

2 John 1:1-6

1 The elder,

To the lady chosen by God and to her children, whom I love in the truth—and not I only, but also all who know the truth— 2 because of the truth, which lives in us and will be with us forever:

3 Grace, mercy and peace from God the Father and from Jesus Christ, the Father’s Son, will be with us in truth and love.

4 It has given me great joy to find some of your children walking in the truth, just as the Father commanded us. 5 And now, dear lady, I am not writing you a new command but one we have had from the beginning. I ask that we love one another. 6 And this is love: that we walk in obedience to his commands. As you have heard from the beginning, his command is that you walk in love.
The writer of 2 John got it right.   This unknown writer was writing to a church – the “lady”- and its members – the “children”.   He loved them in the “truth” – the grace, mercy, and peace of God the Father and Jesus the Son, who will be with us always in truth and love.
The writer greets his friends and those he loves as we would today.   Everything seems perfectly normal.  But something troubling is happening that is easy to miss.  It seems that only some of the children are walking in the truth. The writer offers no new commandments to the children, only that they continue to follow the Great Commandment of Christ: 
Love God.  Love God’s People.
   Then he starts talking about walking.   This walk is a “Different Walk” than what would be normal for people:  The children are to walk in obedience to His commands.  They are to walk in love.
2 John is a very short book.  I suggest that you read it all.   In all its brevity, it addresses a primary concern for us today.   

Heresy has crept into the church.  Deceivers are afoot.   False teachings are being taught.  Many are being deceived.

The heresy of the world is creeping into the church.
Are we not in the same position today?  Church attendance is down to historically low levels.   We are told anywhere we would like to look how to look, act, and think.  More and more people are getting their instructions for life from the secular world.
The world is broken.  Things are a mess.

We need a Different Walk.   Not a new one, for the Walk we need is as old as Jesus, and God.   We are to walk in love, as the Savior taught us.   It won’t be easy.   We will be beset with adversity on all sides.   We might find ourselves on strange roads with odd surroundings.  There will be unaccustomed situations. Things will be hard at times, but they will always be worth the effort, IF we are on the Walk with Jesus!

Let’s start that Different Walk.  We know the first step:  Love God.  Love God’s People.

Take that first step.
