                              Jeremiah 17:14-18

                        The Message Translation

 God, pick up the pieces.
    Put me back together again.
    You are my praise!
Listen to how they talk about me:
    “So where’s this ‘Word of God’?
    We’d like to see something happen!”
But it wasn’t my idea to call for Doomsday.
    I never wanted trouble.
You know what I’ve said.
    It’s all out in the open before you.
Don’t add to my troubles.
    Give me some relief!
Let those who harass me be harassed, not me.
    Let them be disgraced, not me.
Bring down upon them the day of doom.
    Lower the boom. Boom!

“Into every life a little rain must fall.”   Did you ever wonder where that little bit of advice or proverb came from?   Did you ever feel even worse after hearing it?   I think we all have from time to time and knowing that the old proverb is true doesn’t make things much better, or life easier.
Or decisions easier. Or a loss easier to take.  Or suffering easier. 
You will hear me say many times that the world is a broken place.   Think about a room full of broken glass.   I mean really big sharp points sticking out everywhere.   Then imagine being in the room with untold numbers of people, in all sorts of moods.    And all the people in it are broken people.  And so are you.  You are bound to get cut on one of those sharp points eventually.
Then you can get an idea of what I mean when I say that the world is a broken place, full of broken people.   Bad things are bound to happen to everyone from time to time.   Some people choose to make it hard on themselves by leading lives that are outside the Will of God.   And we often must interact with those people.  Many can’t help the situation they find themselves in.  
The simple fact is that, without Jesus Christ, all of us are in the same broken boat in the same broken world.   As Followers of Christ, it is our responsibility to reach out to those broken people in this world.   They might not look like us or act like us, but God loves them the same as He loves us.   The Savior expects us to find the lost sheep and bring them back into the fold.  He was quite clear.  
God asked Jeremiah to preach to the broken people in Judah.   And he took a beating from them because he was delivering God’s message.  The fact that God had sent Jeremiah to preach to Judah didn’t change how their misunderstanding, taunts, and barbed comments hurt him.  So, Jeremiah asks God to come against those that were coming against Jeremiah.
God listened to Jeremiah and He sent Jesus as the Savior.  God didn’t take the hurt from the world or the brokenness, but He did send the Solution.   Jesus came so that everyone could have a chance to heal from the cuts of this broken world.  All we must do is go to Him.
Oh, and the poem about the rain.   It is entitled “The Rainy Day” and was written by Henry Wadsworth Longfellow.    Look it up. 
And remember those broken people in this world and tell them about Jesus.   Pick up the pieces.
