Answers
1. Giving the first treatment to a person in need is called FIRST AID
1. When you call up Emergency number and ask for help, you call the EMERGENCY SERVICES
1. A person who has trouble breathing, suffers from ASTHMA and needs an INHALER
1. A WHEELCHAIR is used for a handicapped/disabled person. 
1. A brief loss of consciousness is a FAINT
1. A person you see when you are ill is called the DOCTOR
1. This person helps the doctor at the hospital. This person is the NURSE
1. What is the condition called when you sneeze and have a running nose? A COLD
1. This is a tablet you give when someone has a headache or mild fever. ASPRIN
1. When a person has had a heart attack and not responding we conduct CPR
1. The MEDICAL team is responsible for attending to patients during an Emergency. 
1. The vehicle used to transport an ill patient is called an AMBULANCE
1. The portable bed used for carrying a sick patient is called a STRETCHER
1. When you have an uneasy, heavy and painful head, you have a MIGRAINE
1. The box which contains bandages etc.. is called a FIRST AID KIT
1. A skincare specialist is called a DERMOTOLOGIST
1. The paper we collect from the doctor with all our medications is called the PESCRIPTION
1. What do we take to kill any pain? PAIN KILLERS
1. A person who has a leg fracture, uses CRUTCHES to help him move around.
1. A person who is white in color is said to look PALE
1. A person who feels tired all the time is LATHARGIC
1. When you go to the doctor for a check-up, your blood  PRESSURE is checked.
1. When you have a diabetes  you inject INSULIN
1. Before having an operation, the patient is ADMITTED in to the hospital.
1. When you go to the clinic you have to speak to the MEDICAL SECRETARY before seeing the doctor
1. A dental care specialist is called the DENTIST 
1. We must take an APPOINTMENT before going to the doctor.
1. When we have a sprain/wound we need a BANDAGE
1. When we have a broken bone, it is called a FRACTURE
1. A specialist who performs a leg operation is called a ORTHAPEDIC SURGEON 
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
